Tips on looking after your toddlers teeth


To make sure your child has a set of pearly teeth, take the following precautions


Limit sweet intake to main meals. 


It is ok to give them sweets as long as they are given after meals and not before.


Sweets should be preferably not sticky such as chocolates and biscuits. They stick to teeth and last longer on teeth to provide acidity longer.


Give them a drink of water to wash off the sugar whenever you give them sticky sweets.


It is best if an adult could brush the child’s teeth once a day at least until they are 12 years old.


Make an agreement with them for them to brush first and then for mummy to brush, to keep “worms” away.


If a toddler is drinking milk during the night and if  brown or white  patches have appeared on the front teeth this is a sign that the teeth are starting to decay.


	Wiping teeth with a wet cloth at night will reduce cavities greatly. 


If your toddler sucks a thumb or soother the habit should be stopped by the time his /her baby teeth start to fall by 5-6 years. This will help teeth to be properly aligned.


When baby teeth start to fall and permanent teeth appear, if the teeth are placed inside please get advice from a dentist.
